The curtain came down on the second quarter
yesterday with a relatively uneventful session. After
being up around 70 points, the Dow slid late in the day
to end with a three and a half point gain. The NASDAQ
was down 22 Y. Market breadth was negative. Volume
was relatively light.

Oil was a major factor early yesterday. Relatively early the
price of crude oil edged above $143 a barrel, but by the
close, crude ended a few cents lower to end at $140.00.

The Chicago Purchasing Managers’ Index was slightly
better than expected for its fourth straight monthly increase,
but the Index remained below 50, which commonly is the
demarcation point between and expanding or contracting
economy.

Six of the ten S&P 500 sectors ended with gains topped by
a 2.69 percent gain in telecom services. A more than 1 %
percent slide in the financial sector put it at the bottom of
the sector results. Additional weakness in many of the
investment banks was a major reason of the slide in
financials.

The 8.60 percent S&P 500 loss was the second weakest
June performance since 1930 when the S&P fell 16.5
percent. The first half ended with its weakest first six
month results since 1970.

On a more positive note, of the last 18 first day’s a July 15,
have produced gains. New cash coming to the market at
the start of a new quarter could offer some support for the
first few days of July.

Today’s major item will be the mid-morning release of the
ISM Index, which tends to get more notice than the regional
indexes like the one from Chicago released yesterday. The
major item this week comes on Wednesday with the
employment report. The exchanges close at 1:00 PM on
July 3.

The Index at 50.2 was better than expected and higher than last month.
The report prompted a sharp reversal to the early losses, but after the initial surge that wiped out about two-thirds of
the early decline, prices turned lower.

Although some relief from the recent downside move appears to be possible, earnings reports and forecasts of second
half business prospects are likely to be critical elements. So far, earnings pre-releases have not been bad, but, as the
old cliché goes, the proof will be in the pudding.

We would hold positions here in anticipation of a possible near-term rally. Admittedly, however, we do not expect a
rally right now to have much longevity.

The employment data to be reported on Thursday will be important. The wage component is likely to be the most
significant element in the report. Non-farm payrolls also will be important. Presently, the consensus estimate is
looking for a loss of 60,000 jobs over the last month.

Near the end of this report we have listed the first half results for all S&P 500 stocks except for Philip Morris (PM
49.39) and Lorillard (LO 69.16) which did not exist on their own for the entire first half.

Shares of Wachovia (WB, $16.22) tumbled 4.25% after the NY Post reported that Prudential Financial, Inc. (PRU,
$63.76) can force Wachovia to purchase its 23 percent stake in their Wachovia Securities retail brokerage joint venture.

H & R Block Inc. (HRB, $20.82) jumped 2.79% after the company reported 4th quarter EPS of $2.11 which handily beat
the Street® estimate of $2.03. In addition, the company gave better than expected fiscal 2009 guidance, authorized $2 billion for
share repurchases during its fiscal years from 2009-2012, and increased its quarterly dividend by 5.3 percent.

After announcing a new $1.2 billion share repurchase and stating that it expects adjusted EPS growth for its fiscal year
ending August 3, 2008 to be at the upper end of the 5 to 7 percent range from the fiscal 2007 adjusted base of $1.95, Campbell
Soup Company (CPB, $32.18) saw its stock lift 3.98%.

Shares of PetroHawk Energy Corp. (HK, $42.96) rallied 7.80% after the company announced that is has completed its
initial horizontal well in the Haynesville Shale. The company expects to have six operated rigs drilling Haynesville Shale by the
middle of September, 2008.



Myriad Genetics, Inc. (MYGN, $47.93) slipped 5.03% after the biotech company® Alzheimer® treatment did not show
statistical significance in its Phase lll trial on Flurizan.
